It is not enough just to agree intellectually 
that Jesus Christ is the Son of God and that He 
has died for our sins on the cross. Nor is it 
enough to have an emotional experience. 
Everything depends on the faith in Christ and 
the choice to follow Him.

This train 
illustrates the correct relationships among 
truth (God and God’s Word), faith (our faith 
in God and His Word) and feelings (the 
result of our faith and obedience)  (Read 
John 14:21).
